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3      CHAIRMAN JOHNSON:  All right.  Next up,

4 Tyler Place.

5      MR. ROSTAMI:  Good evening.  Vahid

6 Rostami from Atzl, Nasher and Zigler.  So let

7 me just do a quick introduction to the

8 project.

9      So, the application for a minor

10 subdivision.  Existing, one lot; proposed,

11 three lots, located in Tyler Place.  Also

12 accessed from JFK Drive.  So the currently

13 existing lot is on private sewer and water.

14 The proposed lots will have sewer and water

15 from JFK Drive.  And one is accessed from

16 Tyler Place; the other one is going to access

17 from Kennedy Drive.

18      So to do this, the application needs a

19 variance for street frontage for the Lot

20 Number Three, which faces Kennedy Drive.  The

21 existing frontage is 35, existing is hundred.

22 So it actually needs a variance from the

23 Zoning Board of Applications.

24      CHAIRMAN JOHNSON:  Now, John, you --

25 O'Rourke -- you did a review on that.

23 right.

24      THE CLERK:  Someone has to --

25      CHAIRMAN JOHNSON:  Someone make a
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2 motion.

3      BOARD MEMBER CATALDO:  I'll make a

4 motion.

5      BOARD MEMBER FERGUSON:  I'll second.

6      CHAIRMAN JOHNSON:  All right.  All in

7 favor?

8      (Response of aye was given.)

9      CHAIRMAN JOHNSON:  Any opposed?  Motion

10 carried.  Refer them to the ZBA.  And for the

11 lead agency, Mary, you'll do that, or Max

12 will do that.

13      THE CLERK:  Max does that.

14      CHAIRMAN JOHNSON:  Okay.  All right.

15 Does the Board have any questions for Vahid

16 while he's up?

17      BOARD MEMBER CATALDO:  Thank you for

18 accommodating the site visit.

19      MR. ROSTAMI:  Thank you.

20      CHAIRMAN JOHNSON:  All right.  Thank you

21 very much.
