Chairman Wright 

Chairman Wright:  Good evening.  Welcome to the Stony Point Zoning Board of Appeals.  I call this meeting of September 5, 2019, to order.  Please rise for the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited and roll call taken.

Chairman Wright:  We have two (2) items on the agenda.  The first is a new application the request of Gary Galanti.

Request of Gary Galanti – App. #19-04 
A variance from the requirements of Chapter 215, Article IX, Section 52B-5 – Exceeds Allowable Square Footage; allowed 80 square feet, provided 154 square feet for a sign located at 11 Holt Drive, Stony Point, New York.

Chairman Wright:  Is the applicant or representative of the applicant here?  Please identify yourself – your name and your address.

Chairman Wright:  Good evening Mr. Galanti.  So what we do at this point here is we just kind of get a sense as to whether the application matches what you are looking to do.  Otherwise we will make some changes and that keeps you from having to come back two or three times.  So if you could just in your words describe to us what you are looking to do…we have some pictures, but if you could just describe and intend what you are looking to do and why you need variances.

Mr. Galanti:  Well basically we are looking to put a monument sign up in front of 11 Holt Drive; which is basically across the street from Shop Rite.  We will just be listing the businesses that are there and 80 square feet is the size of the sign in the front, but it is two-sided, similar to what the Shop Rite monument sign is directly across the street from it.  

I have a picture of the Shop Rite sign if you want to see them.

That’s what it is basically going to look like only it will be across from the street and a little further towards 9W; maybe another 100-150 feet towards 9W.


Chairman Wright:  Do we have a copy of those Shop Rite signs as part of our packet?  

Mr. Galanti:  No, they are not in there, but if you want I can give you a copy.

	(Mr. Galanti distributing pictures to the Board.)

Mr. Galanti:  It is similar to that.  We just want to list the businesses that are on the property now so they know who is there.  

Chairman Wright:  Again, I will open it up to anybody from the Board.

Mr. Vasti:  Mr. Galanti, how did you derive at these dimensions for the sign?

Mr. Galanti:  Well the sign company did.  They went to the, I guess whatever they look up in the Town to see what it is and basically the 80 square feet is the front of the sign and then on the back of the sign you need the variance to get the back of the sign.

Mr. Vasti:  They came up with a larger sign that’s in need of a variance…did they propose a smaller sign; is maybe a better way to ask the question?

Mr. Galanti:  No, we didn’t propose a smaller sign.

Mr. Vasti:  Will this sign be illuminated?

Mr. Galanti:  Yes.  

Mr. Vasti:  It will.  On both sides?

Mr. Galanti:  Yes.

Mr. Vasti:  Will there be a timer on the illumination or will it be on and off at daylight, sunset, sunrise?

Mr. Galanti:  We can do either or; whatever you would like.  If you wanted it to go off at a certain time I’m sure…

Mr. Vasti:  I am just curious as to why it’s this large?  Why the dimensions are what they are?  Why a sign that would need a variance wouldn’t be appropriate?

Mr. Galanti:  The print would be so small you wouldn’t even see it.  

Mr. Vasti:  The sign that you are considering here...approximately how many feet away from the sign will these names and occupants be noticeable/readable?  Will you be able to see them a block away, two blocks away?

Mr. Galanti:  I would say…the main one you’re gonna see is the top one.  The other ones they are basically going to be when somebody is looking for them because they are basically more not a retail type business they are more of a “wholesale” type business.  They are in the back somewhere.  Let’s say if someone is coming looking for the moving company; they will see them on the sign.

Mr. Vasti:  Now are all of these businesses open to the public or are they commercial for the customers?

Mr. Galanti:  Most of them are commercial customers.  They do business with the public, but the public doesn’t really go back there.  It’s going to be a truck making a delivery or something like that in the back.  The front is more retail.  

Mr. Vasti:  Thank you.

Mr. Anginoli:  What are you going to put in these?

Mr. Galanti:  Where in those little white spaces?

Mr. Anginoli:  The little vacant spots here.

Mr. Anginoli:  The other businesses in the back.  We have eight (8) warehouse spaces in the back that are rented out; so there is a mover back there, there is Lawn Doctor back there.  So you can probably say Lawn Doctor just on the sign or the movers name Direct Moving.  There is a landscaper back there - Northeastern Landscaping is back there.  So there is probably just those kind of things like that.

Mr. Vasti:  So the purpose of this sign Mr. Galanti really is “way finding”.  It’s a “way finding” sign; which is a term used for somebody who is looking for a specific location…to recognize where it is.

Mr. Galanti:  It’s like a directory.

Mr. Vasti:  Right and you don’t have anything there now…

Mr. Galanti:  In front of the building?

Mr. Vasti:  that you would know what the businesses are?

Mr. Galanti:  No.

Mr. Vasti:  You really have been operating, or these businesses have been operating, without a sign.

Mr. Galanti:  Right, which we didn’t get to the sign because we were just finishing it now.  We are getting to the point where we are finishing the project.  So we are doing all the details now; we are getting to those.  

Mr. Anginoli:  Are these businesses in your building now?

Mr. Galanti:  Which…there is only one business – Kayal that is on the sign.  He rented the front.  Now the spaces below, yes; those businesses…the building is fully rented; except for the front spots.

Mr. Anginoli:  These are fully functioning businesses right now?

Mr. Galanti:  Right.  

Chairman Wright:  Any other questions?

	(no response from the Board)

Chairman Wright:  With that, I will take a motion to put it on the agenda for October 3, 2019.

***MOTION:  Mr. Anginoli made a motion to put Application #19-04 on the October 3, 2019; agenda for a Public Hearing; seconded by Mr. Lynch.  All in favor; the motion was carried.

Chairman Wright:  We will have a site visit on September 29, 2019.

Mr. Vasti:  Mr. Chairman, if I may, you want to ask the applicant to maybe stake-out the area where the sign is proposed so that we can see the dimension out-lay of the footprint.

Chairman Wright:  So we will put it on the agenda for September 29th for a site visit.  The only thing we would ask Mr. Galanti, if it is possible when we come there on September 29th we could be there anytime between 8:30-10:00.  You don’t really have to be there, but if you could just give us an idea of where the sign would be.  If there is any way you kind of just give us an indication of the height.

Mr. Galanti:  Well you want the four-corners…

Chairman Wright:  Yes, probably the four-corners and something to just kind of depict the height so we can…

Mr. Galanti:  So like put a stick in the middle…okay.  You said it is September 29?

Chairman Wright:  Yes, September 29th between 8:30 and 10 we will be there.

Mr. Vasti:  The other question Mr. Galanti, I have is the sign company that is putting it up are they listed in the application?

Mr. Galanti:  Yes, I am pretty sure they are.  

Mr. Vasti:  Have they been in business a while; are they reputable? 

Mr. Galanti:  I am pretty sure they are.

Mr. Vasti:  Have they put other signs up in the community?

Mr. Galanti:  I’m not sure if they put them up in Stony Point, but they are a big company and they work all over.

Mr. Vasti:  How did you come to be recommended to them?

Mr. Galanti:  From the…they’ve done signs for the doctor’s office that is going in there already.  They have like half-a-dozen of these type of locations around the area.  They just finished one in Paramus on Route 17; so they are the ones that use them all the time for their signage.

Mr. Vasti:  Very good.

Chairman Wright:  Thank you Mr. Galanti, we will see you on the 29th and October 3rd.

***MOTION:  Mr. Vasti made a motion to accept the minutes of July 18, 2019; seconded b Mr. Strieter.  All in favor; the motion was carried.

***MOTION:  Chairman Wright made a motion to adjourn the meeting of September 5, 2019; seconded by Mr. Vasti.  All in favor; the motion was carried.
