2.  The Town Board hereby authorizes the provision of medical benefits to the Town Assessor 
under the same terms and conditions that such benefits are provided to similarly situated, non-
union Town Employees.   
 
3.  Any Town officer or employee is hereby authorized, as directed by the Town Supervisor, to 
take any and all necessary actions to carry out this Resolution.
