Hello: My name is Paul Carlucci & I am the President of the Italian American Social 
Club (IASC) – a community organization that has been assisting the community since 
1944. 
We recently had to sell our “home” of many years on Cosgrove Ave and are presently 
looking for a new home location to have our meeting as a base to continue supporting 
our community. 
To that concern, we are interested in discussing “renting” your old location in Stony 
Point. At present your are shouldering an unnecessary financial burden that is draining 
much needed funds that can be better be utilized in supporting your extremely important 
service to our community.
