Architectural Review Board Appointment 
A motion was made by Supervisor Monaghan, seconded by Councilman Basile and 
unanimously carried by a voice vote of those board members present to re-appoint 
Johanna Neumann and George Harris to the Architectural Review Board for another 
three (3) year term.  These terms will end April 2019.

Re-Hire Summer Help (Student Laborer) Buildings and Grounds

unanimously carried by a voice vote of those board members present to rehire Erick 
Gustavsen as a Student Laborer for Buildings & Grounds Dept. at $9.00/hr for the 
summer of 2016.
